Annotation of the course content

The course is intended for PhD students in the humanities who are researching ethnology,
religion and mythology, ancient literature, church history, and the history of culture of the
GDL. The subject is also relevant to the source studies of the GDL. The aim of the course is to
introduce the array of Latin sources of Baltic religion and mythology, the history of their
selection and publication, to help to identify different genres of sources and their specifics, and
to form the basis for critical evaluation of sources. These issues are examined in the context of
new research in the history of religion, cultural anthropology, and the literature of the GDL.
The subject covers the chronological aspect of the sources, the dynamics of the information
they provide in the course of time, the diversity and specificity of genres (chronicles,
passenger reports, ecclesiastical documents, especially the classification of Jesuit sources,
legal documents, fiction etc.). Attention is paid to the adaptation of Baltic material to Latin
(interpretatio Romana, the transmission of economic and domestic realities, the elements of
lingua vernacula in the Latin text, the effect of rhetorical devices on the authenticity of
information). The main stages in the history of the publication of scholarly sources, their
methodological and ideological conditioning and their significance for the study of Baltic
religion and mythology are discussed (e.g. Mierzynski, Mannhardt, Vélius, AliSauskas).
