[English version below] Kursas pristato svarbiausius Siuolaikinés politikos bruoZius , DidZiosios Vakary Azijos” (Halliday 2001)
regione, Tai — platus ir labai jvairus regionas, apimantis (tarp kity regiony) Artimuosius Rytus, Vidurio Azijg bei Afganistang, kurie
yra laikomi Sio regiono Serdimi. Pagrindinis kurso akcentas — laikotarpis nuo 2001 m. rugséjo 11 d. teroristiniy iSpuoliy iki
Siuolaikiniy laiky. Kurso metu studentai gaus informacijos ir apie ankstesnius istorinius laikotarpius, kad galéty lengviau suprasti
Siuolaikiniy politiniy dinamiky kilmés Saknis ir prieZastis.

Pirmoji kurso dalis pristatys autoritarinés Artimyjy Ryty ir Vidurio Azijos politikos, politinés kontrolés praktiky, valstybiy,
institucijy ir demokratizacijos (ir jos nesékmiy), politinio smurto ir tarptautiniy santykiy pagrindinius teorinius aspektus ir
istorines Saknis. Antrojoje kurso dalyje studentams bus pristatyta 12 atvejo analiziy apie kai kurias regiono Salis arba apie
specifines problemas, lieciancias dvi arba daugiau Saliy. Dél auditorijoje aptartos medziagos, studentai jgis gebéjimg kritiskai
vertinti regiono aktualijy nudvietima Ziniasklaidoje ir identifikuoti klaidingus naratyvus, SaliSkuma ir stereotipus.

Kad studentai galéty pasiekti Siy rezultaty, kursas bus organizuojamas misriuoju metodu. Teorinése paskaitose bus
organizuojamos grupiy diskusijos ir veiklos — debatai ir vaidmeny Zzaidimai, kad studentai jprasty mastyti kritiSkai ir greiciau
jsisavinty medziagg naudojant dalyvavimo mechanizmus (,,participatory mechanisms”). Atvejo analizés paskaity dalis vyks kaip
,seminaras paskaitoje”, kurio metu studentai naudos pirmoje kurso dalyje jgytas teorines Zinias ir jas pritaikys kritiskai
analizuodami Ziniasklaidos pateikiamg medzZiagg apie regione vykstancius jvykius arba dalyvaudami debatuose aktualiais regiono
klausimais.

EN - The course introduces the most important features of contemporary politics in “Greater West Asia” (Halliday 2001), a vast
and highly diverse region understood to encompass, among other regions, the Middle East, Central Asia, and Afghanistan, which
constitute its core. The main historical focus of the course is on the period following the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks,
although references to earlier historical periods will be made throughout the course to provide students with the necessary
references to understand causes and roots of contemporary politics.

The first part of the course presents key theoretical aspects and historical background about Middle Eastern and Central Asian
authoritarian governance and control, states, institutions and democratization (with its failures), political violence, and
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international relations. The second part of the course delves into twelve case-studies about selected individual countries or
specific issues or forms of government affecting two or more countries. Through the topics discussed in class, students will gain
the ability to critically assess media coverage of the region beyond misrepresentations, biases, and orientalist stereotypes.

To obtain this, the course is organized with a mixed approach: the theoretical lectures will include group discussions and
activities such as debates and role-playing, seeking to stimulate critical thinking and the assimilation of information through
participatory mechanisms. As to the case study lectures, part of each of them will be organized as a “seminar within the
lecture”, during which students will use the theoretical tools obtained during the first part of the course to critically analyse
current media coverage about the region, or will be assigned topics of debate to discuss in class.

Students will achieve a thorough understanding of political dynamics in
non-democratic countries, understanding the nuances, diversity, and
functioning mechanisms of authoritarian systems in the Middle East and
Central Asia. Will be encouraged to find out, through the lens of the
region’s politics, whether some of the features of authoritarianism are
also shared with democratic systems, and will learn to use the case of
successful or failed democratic transition in the region to understand
more about democratization beyond the borders of “Greater West Asia.”

Will learn to
critically assess knowledge production about the region, including
artificial intelligence-generated information.

During the final exam, in a collaborative group session, students will be
given several Al-generated texts on the topics of the course, written by
artificial intelligence in response to a mix of prompts among those
created by the students, and those created by the lecturer.

Students will have to pool their information together to review,
comment, criticise and fact-check the texts in depth, producing a group
report as a result by pooling information from lecture notes, literature,
and additional research conducted during the exam. The report will be
given a group mark. Students will then assess each other’s contribution
to the group activity, and their assessment will be used to transform the
group mark into individualized marks. Up to 35 points are assigned based
on the answers’ clear structure, precision, conciseness and relevance,
and quality of the contribution of each student as assessed by other
students and by the exam supervisor.
