Structure and extent: The structure is clear and logical,
containing all the necessary parts (an introduction
presenting the topic, objectives, methods, and sources
used; main body presenting the analysis and interpretation
of the material; conclusions) — 3 points;

Content, analysis, and conclusions: The content and its
analysis are (very) thorough and systematic, and
conclusions are well-founded — 3-4 points are awarded. If
the analysis is done but not exhaustive and conclusions are
not always justified, 1-2 points are awarded. No points are
given for insufficient content and superficial analysis.
Language: The presenter conveys thoughts (completely)
freely, clearly, and logically; while speaking, they engage
with the listeners and confidently answer questions — 2-3
points. If there is no connection with the audience while
speaking and not all questions are answered — 1 point. No
points are given if most of the presentation is read directly
from a written script.
