Kurse bus nagrinéjama, kaip vietos visuomenés vystési nuo feodalinés socialinés santvarkos iki brity, prancizy, rusy ir soviety
kolonijinés priespaudos (tiesioginés ar netiesioginés), o véliau - pokolonijinés, globalizuotos visuomenés, kurig suformavo
kolonializmo traumos, taciau kuriai badingi nauji visuomenés ripesciai ir isSakiai.

Kurso metu studentai, remdamiesi Artimyjy Ryty ir Centrinés Azijos pavyzdZiu, susipaZins su pasaulinémis problemomis,
tokiomis kaip nacionalizmas, etniniai konfliktai, LGBTQI+ maZumos, lyCiy santykiai, skurdas ir nelygybé, pabégéliy, nejgaliyjy ir
vaiky problemos, migracija ir prekyba Zmonémis. Tai suteiks mokiniams galimybe ne tik atrasti pasaulio dalies, kuriai pasauliné
Ziniasklaida dazZnai neskiria démesio arba klaidingai interpretuoja, ypatumus, bet ir apmastyti savo paciy visuomenés patirtj.

Kursas organizuojamas taikant misry poZidrj: paskaity metu vyks diskusijos grupése ir uZsiemimai, tokie kaip diskusijos ir
vaidmeny Zaidimai, siekiant skatinti kritinj mgstymgq ir informacijos jsisavinimq pasitelkiant dalyvavimo mechanizmus. Gilinantis
j konkrecius socialinius klausimus, vyks "seminarai paskaitos metu", kuriy metu studentai, naudodamiesi ankstesniy paskaity
metu jgytomis teorinémis priemonémis, kritiSkai apmagstys svarbius socialinius reiskinius, darydami paraleles su savo salimis.

EN: The purpose of this course is to present some of the main and most pressing social issues encountered across countries of
the Middle East (Egypt, the Gulf monarchies, Yemen, Iran, Iraq, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Palestine, Syria, Tlrkiye) and Central
Asia (Afghanistan, East Turkestan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Mongolia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan). Secondarily,
the course will also touch upon issues in the Caucasus (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia).

The course will explore how local societies developed from a feudal social order, to one characterized by British, French and
Russian/Soviet colonial oppression (direct or indirect), and later a post-colonial, globalized one, shaped by the traumas of
colonialism, but characterized by new sets of societal woes and challenges.
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During the course, students will learn, through the case of the Middle East and Central Asia, about global issues such as
nationalism; ethnic conflict; LGBTQI+ minorities; gender relations; poverty and inequality; problems of refugees, persons with
disabilities, and children; migration and human trafficking. This will give students a chance to discover the features of a part of
the world often neglected or misinterpreted by global media, but also reflect upon their own societies’ experiences.

The course is organized with a mixed approach: lectures will include group discussions and activities such as debates and role-
playing, seeking to stimulate critical thinking and the assimilation of information through participatory mechanisms. When
delving into specific social issues, “seminars within the lecture” will take place, during which students will use the theoretical
tools obtained during previous lectures to critically reflect upon important social phenomena, drawing parallels with their own

countries.

Will be able to evaluate and critically engage with media narratives
about Middle Eastern and Central Asian social phenomena beyond
existing “Orientalist” stereotypes and simplifications; will develop the
ability to look at social changes in Muslim countries through a nuanced,
objective perspective, and will be shown similarities with similar social
trends in non-Muslim societies.

Iki 5 baly skiriama uz studenty indélj j bendra kiirybos uzduotj: semestro
metu studentai generuoja klausimus, uz kuriuos balsuoja kiti studentai,
kad baty atrinkti jdomiausi ir intelektualiai labiausiai stimuliuojantys
klausimai.

Up to 20 points are allocated for regular attendance. Attending all lectures
grants a student 20 points going into the final exam. Students must fulfil a
75% attendance requirement to be admitted to the exam (Although
absences caused by provable health, work or study reasons are
considered justified).

Up to 25 points are assigned based on how much a student actively
participates in discussions, asks and answers questions, and engages in
reflections on the topics of the course, using critical thinking to assimilate
information through participatory mechanisms (each student is assessed
after each lecture on a 0-10 rating scale). During the lectures, as new
topics and theories are introduced, students complete “food for thought”
assignments: students will be asked to reflect critically on the concepts,
theories and problems presented during the previous lecture and on how
they relate to their own personal and social experience. “Food for
thought” assignments are then discussed during the following lecture.

Up to 5 points are assigned based on students’ contribution to a co-
creation exercise: throughout the semester, students generate questions
that are voted upon by other students to pick the most interesting and
intellectually stimulating. The lecturer will chose a selection of questions
for the final exams based on students’ votes and academic relevance.
