Purpose of the course unit

The aim of the course is to introduce students to the linguistic and cultural heritage of the German language and its spread
throughout the world, with a particular focus on the Baltic region. Students will learn to understand a composite culture formed
over a long period of time and to analyse phenomena in the history of culture and society and their interconnections, focusing
on the importance of the German language as a unifying factor. The course will develop analytical, critical and creative
thinking, expand intercultural competence, promote the ability to understand, analyse and critically evaluate the language
contact phenomena, analyse the influence of the German language on the culture and languages of different countries and its
spread in different fields (everyday life, institutions, literary, didactic, scientific texts, religion, etc.). The aim is also to develop
the ability to apply the philological knowledge acquired in practice, by carrying out a small independent research project on a
chosen topic and presenting it to the audience.
