Work during the seminars 50 During the | The assessment criteria include active participation in the
semester seminar discussion, the ability to present and analyse the
selected works, the ability to link theory and practice,
critical thinking, and ability to express personal opinion.

Work during the seminars is graded up to 10 points and is
accumulative:

— Up to 7 points are awarded for participation in the
seminar discussions: 2 points are awarded for active
participation in the seminar discussion, raising questions,
being able to argue personal opinion; 1 point is awarded for
engaging in the seminar discussion or raising a question
related to the work under discussion, being able to argue
one’s opinion; 0 points are awarded for not being involved
in the discussion or for not participating at all in the
seminar discussion.

—up to 3 points are awarded for a brief oral presentation
during the seminar on a chosen aspect of the seminar
readings. The duration of the presentation is up to 10
minutes.

—  10-9 (excellent and very good), if the student answers
questions in detail, thoroughly analyses the structure
and problematics of literary works, is able to relate
them to the general cultural contexts of the period, and
is able to justify their opinion.

— 8 (good), if the student is able to relate the literary
work to the general cultural and literary contexts of the
periods analysed and to argue their opinion coherently.

— 7 (average), if the student answers questions with
sufficient precision and coherence, is able to identify
links between literary works and their significance for
the general literary processes of the medieval through
18th century.

— 6 (satisfactory), if the student answers the questions
only in a vague manner, is not able to reveal the
problems of the works, to describe the structure, and is
poorly oriented to the general literary processes.

— 5 (weak), if student’s answers are abstract or
incoherent, student does not demonstrate the ability to
analyse the literary works and does not know general
features of literary genres or movements.
