Regiony ekonomikos atsparumo vertinimas

Regiony ekonomikos atsparumo tyrimai uzima itin svarbig vieta ekonomikos moksly srityje, nes
siejami su regiony ekonomikos gebéjimu atsilaikyti, atsistatyti, adaptuotis bei transformuotis
atsizvelgiant ] pasikeitusig aplinka, grazinant ekonomikos stabilumg j prie$ krizinj lygj. Pastebima,
kad ankstesni bandymai kiekybiSkai jvertinti regiony ekonomikos atsparumg apsiribojo vienu
rodikliu arba ribotais sudétiniais indeksais, kuriuose nepakankamai démesio skirta svarbiems
ekonomikos atsparumo aspektams, kaip kad institucinés aplinkos kokybé ar pan. Daug diskusijy kelia
indeksus sudaranciy rodikliy svoriy nustatymo metodiky ribotumai, susij¢ su ekspertiniu vertinimu
ar lygiaverciais svoriais. Gaunami skirtingi tyrimy rezultatai patvirtina poreikj ieskoti atsakymo,
leidziancio atsakyti, kas salygoja regiony ekonomikos atsparuma bei kaip biity galima Siuos veiksnius
objektyviai jvertinti. Disertaciniame tyrime buty galima analizuoti $iuos praktinius regiony
ekonomikos atsparumo klausimus: (i) identifikuoti dimensijas / veiksnius / kanalus , lemiancius
regiony ekonomikos atsparuma; (ii) parengti metodika, kuri leisty objektyviai jvertinti bei
prognozuoti regiony ekonomikos atsparuma.

Assessment of regional economic resilience

Research on regional economic resilience is of paramount importance in the field of economic
sciences, as it pertains to the capacity of regional economies to endure, recover, adapt, and transform
in response to a changed environment, thereby restoring economic stability to pre-crisis levels. It is
noted that previous attempts to quantify regional economic resilience have been limited to a single
indicator or to limited composite indices, which do not sufficiently address important aspects of
economic resilience, such as the quality of the institutional environment and etc. The limitations of
the methodologies for weighting the indicators that make up the indices, in terms of expert judgement
or equivalent weights, are a source of much debate. The different results obtained in the studies
confirm the need to find an answer to what determines the resilience of regional economies and how
these factors can be objectively assessed. The doctoral thesis research could address the following
practical questions on regional economic resilience: (i) to identify the dimensions/factors/channels
that determine the regional economic resilience; (ii) to develop a methodology to objectively measure
and predict the regional economic resilience.
