Politics of the (Post)Soviet Aesthetics

In the late Soviet period, on the verge of independence and during the 30 years since its restoration,
aesthetic/artistic activity has in various ways established a critical relationship with the past, with
one’s own present, and with the circulating visions of the future. Social and political activism
(artivism), the creation of institutions, the formation of stable and situated communities, new forms
and formats of aesthetic activity, individual and group aesthetics have all been and continue to be part
of the public debate about the state and society. However, the political content of all these discussions
has been rarely examined. The topic of this research implies an interdisciplinary approach, a tendency
to work with empirics and theoretical connections.
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
